Cook County Commissioner Larry Suffredin began his legal
career in the Cook County courthouses 30 years ago.

Now he is seeking to succeed retiring state's attorney Richard
Devine as the top prosecutor there.

A lifelong resident of Cook County, Suffredin believes his
varied legal experience, including eight years teaching trial
advocacy at John Marshall Law School, makes him the best
candidate for the job.

Re-elected to a second term in 2006, Suffredin, a partner at
the Shefsky & Froelich law firm, has served on the Cook

County commission since 2002, representing the 13th district.

He also serves as the chair of Harbor Quest, Inc., and on the
board of the Illinois Council Against Handgun Violence.
